I just wanted to remind you that our migrant ministry will be needing your assistance again 
soon.  Last year, the migrants arrived around March 15, so that is just a few weeks away if it is the 
same this year.  Once again, we are hoping for your assistance with food items, (see above flyer 
for food items) clothing items, and personal hygiene items (shampoo, soap, razors, combs, 
toothpaste and toothbrushes.)   
 

At this time, we would be able to use women’s and children’s clothing, although we always need 
more men’s clothing than anything else.  Blankets and jackets are very valuable items as well. 
 

As I’m sure you know with these hard economic times, we have been hit much harder than usual 
with demands for all of these things.  Food has really been in short supply.  Where I used to give 
out about three bags of food a week, I have been giving out between five and fifteen bags a week 
lately.   
 

Men’s pants and jackets ran out a long time ago, as did blankets.
