Admonish Sinners, Counsel the Doubtful and Instruct the Uninformed

Many find these three Works of Mercy to be the most difficult. The number one reason is embarrassment
or being uncomfortable speaking to someone about their sins or even faith issues. Here are a few tips to assist
in these vital Works of Mercy:

1. Take a deep breath and say a quick prayer asking the Holy Spirit to inspire your words. You will be
amazed at what comes out of your mouth.

2. Don’t be afraid and remember to make sure that your words are out of love for the other person and genu-
ine concern.

3. Clean your own house with frequent confession. If you are doubtful analyze the cause and work to over-
come the doubt through prayer and good counsel. Become informed with regular spiritual readings. Seek
advice or counsel on issues you may need information about. This is particularly important for parents
who are key in developing faith in their children.

This week take a moment and write a letter to any prominent Catholic figure who speaks publicly on mat-
ters contrary to the faith and morals of the Catholic Church. Be open to conversations turning to religion.
You never know how your words will affect someone. Many RCIA candidates will tell you that their journey
to Catholicism started with just such a conversation.
