If you are new to CCD at St. James, please pick up your registration packet in 
the church office.  If you are returning to CCD, please complete the re-registration form 
for the 2009-2010 school year that was sent home with your child in may. In addition 
please take the time to complete the evaluation form. I am very interested in making 
improvements in this program so I value the information you will give me on the 
evaluation forms.  It is my hope to be able to communicate with all of you through email. 
Of course, those who have not yet jumped onto the information highway will get their 
messages through the mail or through your children. In case your re-registration 
information has been lost, you can get another on the St. James website. All registration 
forms are due by August 31st.  
 
 One of my big concerns is attendance. Many times our focus is on education and 
after-school activities like sports, music, and dance.

If your child has missed 
his\her sacraments, please contact me as soon as possible. Please note the 
Sacramental Policy at St. James: Before a child receives any of the sacraments 
(Reconciliation, First Communion or Confirmation), he or she must attend religious 
education class the year prior to the sacramental program. This is very important to 
ensure that children are well prepared and eligible to receive the sacraments.
